FAVERSHAM'S PROBLEM PLAY A
SUCCESS.

Letty Scores A Hit At The Hudson Theatre,
New York City.

Letty, Arthur Wing Pittero'8 latest problem
play and undoubtedly the most fitting piece
of curative dramatic literature yet presented
to a moral public, had a most successful open-
ing. September 12, at the. Hudson Theatre,
New York City, William Faversham and a
strong supporting company entered euthusliiHt-
ically into a delineation of the characters •and
were approvingly received by a large ami
critical audience.

The i>lay deals with the relations of a
wealthy young tipster and a poor bucket-shop
girl. The reward of virtue is brought out
very distinctively and the play is regarded
as the most comfortable handling of the great
moral problem. It is distinctively a piece of
Pinero workmanship, and though it can not be
regarded as the masterpiece of the great play-
wright in a dramatic sense, it has the ad-
vantage over his other productions from the
!K>irit of view of the public, of represent ing,
if not the triumph of virtue, at least its re-
ward.

She Inherits Five Million Dollars. ^
Edward C. Ellis. Yale athlete, millionaire

in his own right, and just turning his twenty-
seventh year, lay down and died the other
night with pneumonia contracted at a diii"'ir
which he was giving for several athletes who
had won prices at the Olympian games in St.
Louis. The little tragedy made a rich widow
of a girl who, two years a<go, was one of the
host of young women who fringe the dramatic
life of New York. Two years ago. while young
Ellis was having a jolly time at "Kid" Mc-
Coy's roadhouse, near Saratoga Springs, he met
Ewtelle E*arle, who was an intimate friend of
Mrs. McCoy. He "was much impressed with
the young woman, and they were boon com-
panions for some weeks. Then young Ellis
fell ill with typhoid fever. The girl was his
devoted nurse through the illness, and as soon
as he recovered he married her. The weddiivr
was a ten-day wonder. Young Ellis was one
of the catches of the season. He was the son
of a millionaire, proprietor of the Ellis Loco-
motive Works, and 5ie had inherited five mill'on
dollars under his father's will. The brief mar-
ried life of the young pair has been apparent-
ly most happy. Mrs. Ellis has shared th*1

enthusiasm of hrr husband for athletics and
automobllinig. and they have passed the time
In amusements which fitted their tastes. Mrs.
Fills inherits all but a small part of her
husband's estate. The girl who two years
a S'o was unknown and had no prospects but
the uncertain ones of a woman -who has her
way to rnnke in the theatres, is now a wi^o'v.

BOSTON WILL HAVE ENDOWED
THEATRE.

Boston theatre-goers were surprised last
week to learn that they would have an en-
dowed theatre in their midst- The Castle
Square Theatre has been transferred from the
present management to a syndicate led by
Messrs. Lorain F. Ueland and Winthrop Ames.
That a transfer of tlie theatre was contemplat-
ed was kept the closest secret. The history
of, the transfer may not prove uninteresting
to the profession.

Some time ago a circular letter was started
about literary Boston signed by Henry L.
Iligginson, the benefactor of the Boston Sym-
phony Orchestra; Lorain F. Deland, a novel-
ist; Winthrop Ames, the youngest member of
the Ames family, and one or two others. They
wished to get co-operation for the building and
establishment of an endowed theatre. Times
in Boston were a bit stringent and money did
not come in as anticipated, and the project
was allowed to rest for a time.

This project has now been revived by the
taking of the Castle S'Quare Theatre by a sya-
dicate, led by Messrs. Deland and Ames. They
are very anxious not to appear in it at pres-
ent, but the fact remains that since last week
they, and not Rollin H. Allen, have been In
control of the destiny of the house. J. H.
Emery, who has been ma nager for years, has
already resigned to go with Wright Lorimer,
and Frederick P. 'Bacon is to succeed; him.

The stock company headed fov Howell Han-
sell and Lillian Kemble, will be retained, but
it is anticipated that there will fre more
productions of :new plays than this house has
been accustomed to make. Prices arc already
slifflrtly advanced.

The new managers will watch things very
closely, for they confess that they .are not
expert managers, and, it is not anticipated
that they will make any radical moves be-
foiv the beginning of the new year. However,
it is expected that every playwright in Boston
will swoop down upon the Castle Square as soon
as lie hears that this step in the direction of
an endowed theatre has been taken.

A Few Observations on the Lon-

don Stage.

(From our special correspondent.)
Merely Mary Ann is the name of Mr. Xang-

will's now play, which opened the season at
1he Duke of York's Theatre, Sept. 8. The com-
edy made a hit on the opening night, and
Miss Eleanor Kobson. the American actress,
on Ijer first English appearance, was accorded
a triumphant reception. The London dailies
•give the performance long notices, and proph-
esy a record run.

Mary Ann is a "maid-of-all-work" in a Lon-
don" "Pension." She comes from the country,
and in her nature 3s found those elements
which constitute, the making of a treasure In
her calling—'always good-natured, polite and not
over-curious. Among the lodgers in the home
is a young composer named Lancelot, who im-
agines he can sunnly the needs of the world
in classical music, but the frivolous public
do not appear to understand their own re-
quirements, and refuse to be captured by
Lancelot's productions, which, comnared with
Wagner, would consign the works of the latter
to a seat very much in the rear.

Lancelot Ttas long hair, and though penniless,
is the son of a 'baronet. Mary Ann falls in
love with him, but just how « servant comes
to presume to love a genius is loft unexplained
by tho author. B'ut then Cupid is a conjurer,
find guards the secrets of his tricks quite as
cleverly as Keller or Herman. While Lancelot
is personally of an overbearing disposition, lie
patronisin#ly returns Mary Ann's- attentions,
and condescends to allow her to hang her
pot .canary In his chamber window. He In-
sists that she shall wash her face and wear
a clean dress and gloves when she waits on
him, and Mary Ann loves him all the moro,
but "there is no accounting f •- a woman's
taste." He soon finds himself very fond of
her.

While Lancelot is wasting his time writing
music which no one will publish, an old stu-
dent chum of his has made a fortune with a
popular ballad Kiss Me -Good-Night, so Lance-
lot decides to do the same, because "he needs
th-p money.'' His first venture secures him
£50, with which he proposes to take Mnry
Ann away into the country. At this point
lioweveir, the Invariable fortune turps n'p
through the death of someone—presumably an
American "silver-knight.'' and IMary Ann bo-
comes rich. The upshot of the whole affair is
that they separate for six years, after which
time (Mary Ann becomes "Marian," and Lance-
lot famous, the play concluding with the usual
tragic ending, marriage.

Besides Miss Eobson, there are in the cast,
Mr. Henry Aiiiley, who plays the part of
Lancelot, having just returned from America,
Mr. Gerald du Maurier. Miss Ada Dwyer—an-
other American actress—Miss Mable Garden
and -Mr. Cranley Douglas.

WEBER. CLAIMS CHICAGO CHARGES
TOO MUCH FOR. FIREMEN.

Max Weber, of the Columbia Theatre in Chi-
cago, 111., Is complaining that theatre man-
agers of the Windy City are required to pay
an inequitable share of the wages of firemen
detailed1 to remain at the theatres during the
performances. He declares a fireman works
only thirty hours for a theatre, while he gives
the city -114 hours weekly, yet the theatre is
asked to pay two-thirds of his salary.

General Fir_ -Inspector Burroughs, comput-
ing the hours a fireman g*ves to the theatre
and what toe gives to the cltv. claims that
fifty-four and one-half hours a week are devo-
ted to the theatre, while the city gets only
thirty-two hours.

"The fireman must «iu{ to four hours at
each performance," Chief iBrarrough i said. "He
must give six hours twice a week, besides,
to the fire drill of employes, and then there
are matinees to be counted. In charging the
theatres a two-thirds r-te the city Is doing
nothing unjust."

THEATRES IN TOKIO.
Most of 'the theatres In Tokio a*e owned by

the teahouses in the neighborhood. The Fu-
kanzo Theatre (rebuilt In 1872), has seven-
teen owners, so even In the East the practical
use of a syndicate is understood. 'Naturally
these teahouses have an Interest in supporting
the theatre from the fact that a play contin-
ues all day—for many days or even weeks—and
visitors naturally require refreshments, char-
coal braziers for pipes and warmth, tea. wine,
beer, confectionery, rice and fish. Ichikawa
Sadan.1l is one of Danluro's favorite pupils.

Marshalltown, la., Sept. 16, '04.
Editor "The Billboard,"

Dear Sir:—A recent issue of "The Billboard"

contained an article In regard to the contro-
versy between the Great Wallace Shows and
the Busby Billposting Company, of Marshall-
town, la. From this article it would appear
as if we deliberately broke the Circus Agree-
ment. This we did not do and had all of our
letters been printed, instead of only one, this
would have been clearly shown. The history of
the case Is as follows:

Mr. Lynch came to Marshalltown to contract
for the Wallace Shows. We offered to post
their paper at the regular association rate of
eight cents and thirty tickets for three weeks'
showing. Mr. Lynch, however, insisted upon
selecting only the choice down-town locations,
and we Informed him that these locations would
cost him two cents a sheet extra, with fourteen
extra tickets. He agreed to this and signed
a contract accordingly. 'Mr. Franklin then
complained to the association that we had
violated the Circus Agreement, and that we
had no right to charge a 'higher rate for pre-
ferred locations. Wo then wrote 'Mr. Bernard,
secretary of the association and Mr. Franklin
of the Wallace Shows, tha t we would post the
paper In the regular way. same as for any
advertiser at regular rates. )>nt still insisted
that they must p'*y more for selected locations,
as the following letter will show:

Marshalltown, la., May 12, '04.
Mr. Chas. Bernard.

•Chicago. 111.
Dear S'ir:—Your favor of the 9th Inst., in

regard to the prices we charged the Wallace
Show, is at hand. We always aim to live up
to all of the rulings of the association, and
we have not violated any of them in this
case.

If the Wallace Shows want the same rate
as commercial work they must take the loca-
tions that we select. We will not allow them
to select all of the very host down-town loca-
tions and then charge them onlv commercial
rates. If they want these they must pay extra
for them in both money an,d tickets. We will
not allow our "best advertisers like Armour and
Company. Swift and Company. N. K. Fair-
banks, American Tobacco Company, and other:-
to select only our best locations and we cer-
tainly will not allow a circus to do so unless
they pay extra for them.

We offered to post their paper at commercial
rates, but their agent wanted the location^
he had selected, and only those locations,
and offered to pay us nine cents per sheet fo:
them, but finally our price ten cents per sheet
for the locations he had selected, was accepted.

On account of the contract with the Wallace
Shows we are compelled to hold over several
jobs of commercial work, as we will not post
onr regular customer's na'per on the outskirts
or on the boards that Wallace passed up.

We know that if a circus came to Chicago.
and Insisted on having only the boards or
State, Madison or Clark Streets, they would
have to pay a very big price for them.

We wish' to treat the circuses fri'1. 'but the:
can not expect more than other advertisers.

The only question to be decid-
ed is whether a circus has the right to select
locations in any city, without paying extra for
this privilege. This question will come be-
fore the Board of Directors at theli- next
meeting.

BILLBOARD CASE GOES AGAINST CITY.
The much-mooted, warmly contested1 and in-

teresting case of the Commonwealth of Mas-
sachusetts against the Sprague-Nugent Com-
pany was decided in favor of the defendant
company at Springfield. The case might be
said to be different from any precedent one.
because of the difference between the laws of
state of Massachusetts and other states in
which the question of the Illegality of the bill-
hoards is brought up for judlcal investigation.
However, it will be noticed that however dif-
ferent may be the ordinance or legislative
act, the courts invariably refuse to lend their
aid' to the elimination of the billboards sim-
ply because their 'erection, maintenance and
the posting of paper thereon is lawful, moral,
perfectly just, is not Injurious to the public
and has as much right to he in existence as has
any building in which business is transacted.

The billboard is a commercial necessity and
it would not be amis to classify it as a busi-
ness establishment. The decision of the Mas-
sachusetts judge Is sane, sound and constitu-
tional.
